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2. WHAT IS MMS?

LOADRITE™ Material Management System (MMS) is a suite of database software tools which turn your LOADRITE™
Weighing System into a sophisticated production management and reporting system.

MMS allows you to gather operational data and transfer it across your site in a secure, paperless manner. You can then create
customized reports and graphs based on loader, product, data, time and many other combinations of available parameters.

Why should | use MMS?

3) Download the setup configuration file to your Indicators.

1) Collect loading information using the Indicators.

2) Upload payload data from the Indicator to the computer running LOADRITE™ MMS.
3) Check data records and edit if required.

4) Create or view Productivity Reports.

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2.3. HOW DO | INSTALL MMS ON MY COMPUTER?

LOADRITE™ MMS software is usually pre-installed by your LOADRITE™ distributor when you install or upgrade the
LOADRITE™ Weighing System. However, if MMS has not been installed, you can install it from the supplied CD by completing
the following:

Close all programs on your computer.

Insert the LOADRITE™ MMS CD into your computer CD drive.

Tip: If your computer does not automatically run the CD, start the installation manually by completing the following:

Follow the screen prompts to install MMS, including:

IMPORTANT: As part of the installation, a program called tiny.exe will be installed on your computer. Windows may display
a Security Alert referring to tiny or tiny.exe. If you receive a security alert, click Unblock or Allow. tiny.exe is safe to install
on your computer and if it is not installed, MMS may not function correctly.

When the installation has completed, click Finish.

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2.3.1. How do luse aLicence Key?

The example database will be used until another
database, such as your "live" database, is opened.

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3.2. NETWORK CONNECTION

A network connection can be used to send live payload data from an Indicator to MMS. The network connection can be physical
or wireless.

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3.3. LOADRITE™ DATA MODULE CONNECTION

A LOADRITE™ Data Module (may be sold separately) can be used to record payload data from an Indicator, then at the end of
the shift, be connected to the computer running MMS to upload the data. A Data Module can also be used to transfer
configuration settings to an Indicator.

TIP: Depending on the activity on your site, a Data Module may be able to record weighing data for several days. However, we
recommend that the data is uploaded to MMS once per day, as this will prevent the Data Module from running out of memory in
the middle of a work shift. A Data Module does not have to be full before the data can be uploaded.

» Torecord data, a LOADRITE™ Data Module must be connected to each Indicator while product is weighed.

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How do | import data into MMS using a LOADRITE™ Data Module?
1) At the beginning of the loader driver's shift, connect the LOADRITE™ Data Module to the Indicator.
» Insert the Data Module into the Indicator socket.

2) Atthe end of the loader driver's shift, disconnect the Data Module from the Indicator.

The data from the LOADRITE™ Data Module will be uploaded to MMS. The Data Module is now empty and ready to be
used for the loader driver's next shift.

3.3.1. Synchronizing Data

Each time a Data Module is connected with MMS, the data recorded on the Data Module will be copied to MMS. New data field
values added to the Indicator will also be copied to MMS, ensuring that MMS remains synchronized with each Indicator. For
example, a new product added to an Indicator will be copied to MMS.

Similarly, each time a Data Module is uplinked with an Indicator, settings configured in MMS will be copied to the Indicator,
ensuring that each Indicator remains synchronized with MMS.

» All synchronizations are done via an Uplink file. For more information on uplink files, see "Uplink File" on page 6-67.

What is synchronized when uplinking a Data Module to an Indicator?

The following information will be copied from the Data Module to an Indicator:

» All configuration settings.

» All Data Field values. The data field will only be included if the Upload to LOADRITE™ Indicator checkbox is selected on
the Setup Data Fields screen.

What is synchronized when connecting a Data Module to MMS?
The following information will be copied from the Data Module to MMS:

» All new weighing data, including Use Value information (see "Appendix A - Metric Calculations" on page 8-74).

» Descriptions for all new data field values that have been both added to the Indicator and used in at least one weigh. You
will be prompted to confirm the description of the new data field value if the Prompt for new descriptions checkbox is
selected on the Setup Data Fields screen (see "Setup Data Fields" on page 6-60).

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3.4. LOADRITE™ LAT DATA CONNECTION

A LOADRITE™ LAT Server data connection can be used to automatically send both payload data and new Data Field values
from an Indicator to MMS via the LOADRITE™ LAT Server.

TIP: Each data record is only stored on the LOADRITE™ LAT Server for 30 days. This means that you must ensure that MMS
is run on your computer at least once every 30 days to enable the data to be received. If you have more than one instance of
<>SOFTWARE>, they must each be run at least once every 30 days.

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4. PRODUCTIVITY

The Productivity section enables you to produce custom reports on the productivity of your operations, including your loaders,
trucks, stockpiles, jobs and events.

A number of common sample reports are included with LOADRITE™ MMS. You can also create and edit reports to suit your
requirements.

Tip: If the sample reports are not available, you can import them from your network, see "How do | import reports?" on
page 4-36.

4.1. HOW ARE PRODUCTIVITY REPORTS CALCULATED?

For most productivity reports, the information contained in the report is based on loads, ie: the amount of product added to a
truck or wagon.

In order to calculate a load, a Truck record, one or more Add records and a Clear Total record must be recorded:

Record Description

Truck or Wagon It is extremely important that the operator selects a truck or wagon at the beginning of each load,
because it indicates that loading has commenced.

If your operation has only one truck, the operator still needs to select the truck prior to each load.

» Refer to your LOADRITE™ Indicator User Manual for instructions on selecting a truck or
wagon.
Add The Add function records the weight that has been lifted in each bucket. There are three methods
of recording an Add:

» Pressing the Add button on the Indicator (the name of the button may differ depending on
your model of Indicator)

» Pressing a Remote Add button (if available)
» Using the Auto-Add function (if available).
Clear Total The Clear Total function indicates that a load has been completed. A Clear Total is recorded by

pressing the Clear button on the Indicator (the name of the button may differ depending on your
model of Indicator).

IMPORTANT: If the operator forgets to perform any of the above functions, you will need to edit the data to prevent incorrect
reports. For more information, see, see "How do | edit a data record?" on page 5-52.

For detailed calculations, see "Appendix A - Metric Calculations” on page 8-74.

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4.2. HOW DO | CREATE A NEW REPORT?

It is very easy to create a new report. New reports are based on templates which allows you to create multiple versions of the
same report type for different purposes. For example, you could create a Key Productivity Indicator report for "This year" and
"Last year" so that performance can be compared, or you could create a Stockpile Summary report for each site in your
operation.

Tips:

i) If you want to create a summary-style report, ensure that you base it on the Generic Summary Report template, or another
similar summary-style template. If you want to create a detailed report, ensure that you use the Generic Detailed Report
template, or another similar detail-style template. If you want to create a productivity report, ensure that you use the Generic
Productivity Report template, or another similar productivity style template. If you do not use the correct template, the report
will not be displayed in the expected format, and therefore may not include the required data.

i) You can create folders to group reports together. For example, create a folder for each site, or create a folder for each type
of report.

A

Archive

A backup of data which can be restored to MMS if required.

Auto-

Abbreviated form of "Automatic”. For example, "Auto-
Archive", "Auto-Docket".

Automatic

To occur without attendance. For example, when using
"Automatic Archiving", MMS software will archive data at a
set time without the need of a computer administrator.

» See also Auto-.

B
Bar Graph

A data chart of rectangular bars with each length
proportional to the value that it represents.

C

Cellular Modem

Used to transfer live payload data from the LOADRITE™
Indicator to the office.

Company Name

The name of the company that is using the LOADRITE™
weighing system.

Cycle Time

A time-based metric used to track how long a particular
task takes. For example, Load Cycle Time is the length of

time it takes to load a truck; Yard Cycle Time is the amount

of time a vehicle is in the yard.

The Load Cycle Time is calculated as the time difference

between (1) when the operator uses the Clear function, and

(2) when the next Truck is selected.

MMS Productivity reports can include information on the
Average Cycle Time.

D

Data Connection

The method of connection between a Indicator and a PC
running MMS software.

» Methods include FTP Data Connection, LOADRITE™
Data Module Connection, Network Connection, Radio
Connection.

Data Field

Customizable fields that allow you to label your weighing
data to help you track and monitor your output, for
example, by truck, customer, or docket.
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Data Module

A memory device which connects to the Indicator to store
payload and related data. The Data Module can then be
connected to a PC running MMS software to transfer the
data for the creation of productivity reports.

DIR

Direction. Indicates whether product is being loaded "Out"
from a stockpile to a truck, or "In" from a truck to a
stockpile.

» See also In and Out.

Download

The transfer of data from a LOADRITE™ Indicator to MMS
via a Data Connection.

» See also Data Connection and Upload.

E

Enabled

A checkbox that when selected will enable a function.

F

Filter

To select options in order to display data which conforms to
certain criteria. Used to create specific reports.

Find
A function used to search for words on a screen.
» See also Replace.

FTP Data Connection

The transmission of data from the Indicatorto PC via a
cellular modem using FTP (File Transfer Protocol).

» See also Cellular Modem.

In

The Direction option selected to indicate that subsequent
loads are being loaded from a truck to a stockpile.

Indicator

The LOADRITE™ user interface installed in a loader or
excavator which the operator uses to record bucket
weights. When used with a belt scale, the term Integrator
should be used.

Note: May also be known as Console, Module, In-Cab
Console, Loadrite, Loadrite Console, Head Unit, Clock,
Computer, Scale; however Indicator is the preferred term.
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Integrator

The LOADRITE™ user interface installed on a conveyor
belt which the operator uses to record weights. When used
in a loader or excavator, the term Indicator should be used.

Note: May also be known as Console, Module, Loadrite,
Loadrite Console, Head Unit, Clock, Computer, Scale;
however Integrator is the preferred term.

L
LOADRITE™ Weighing System

Refers to the entire LOADRITE™ hardware and software
weighing system installed at a site, including the Indicator,
transducers, sensors, modem, MMS software, etc.

» May also be referred to as LOADRITE™ System.

M

Modem

A device used to transfer live payload and other data from
the Indicator to a PC with MMS installed. There are two
classes of modem:

» Cellular model, for example LD311

» Radio modem, for example LD100.

O

Operator
The person operating the loader.
» Also known as Loader Driver or Loader Operator.

Out

The Direction option selected to indicate that subsequent
loads are being loaded from a stockpile to a truck.

P
Pie Graph

A circular data chart divided into segments with the arc
length of each segment proportional to the value that it
represents

Product

Material that comprises a load. For example, salt, coal, etc.

R

Radio Connection

The transmission of data from the Indicator to PC via radio
waves.

» See also Radio Modem.

Radio Modem

Used to transfer live payload data from the LOADRITE™
Indicator to the office via a radio connection.

Record

Line of payload data from the database which can be
filtered to create various reports

Remote PC

A PC that does not have MMS installed, but can access the
remote reporting functionality. May be on-site, or off-site.

» See also Remote Reporting.

Remote Reporting

Functionality for remote PCs to use MMS to create and
view reports via a local network or the Internet.

» See also Remote PC.

Replace

A function used to replace words found using the Find
function.

» See also Find.

Report

Information from the database presented in a summary,
detail and/or graph format. Can be displayed on-screen,
exported or printed.

S
Site

The location of the operation where the LOADRITE™
weighing system is being used.

» See also LOADRITE™ Weighing System and Site.
Stockplie

Source location of product from which a load is obtained.

U

Upload

The transfer of data from MMS to a LOADRITE™ [ndicator
via a Data Connection.

» See also Data Connection and Download.
